NC Patriot Cadenhead Honored in Perote, AL          Jim Wood 
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On Oct 18, 2009, the 

Wiregrass Chapter, Ala-

bama Society Sons of the 

American Revolution, 

conducted a grave dedica-

tion program to honor 

James Cadenhead, Sr.   

The ceremony was con-

ducted at the Perote Ceme-

tery in Perote, Alabama.  

John Edward Cadenhead, 

5th grandson, unveiled the 

memorial stone. (at left)  

Honors were rendered by 

Alabama SAR and DAR 

chapters and Jim Wood, 

Mecklenburg Chapter, 

NCSSAR.   

Cadenheadôs date of birth 

was approximately 1742, 

possibly in NC.  It is 

known that in 1773 he was 

living in Tyrell County, 

NC, and by 1775 was a 

planter in Pitt County.  A 

pay voucher from the New 

Bern District, NC does 

exist for James Caden-

head, showing he served in 

the local militia.   

Between 1825 and 1830, 

he relocated to Pike 

County where he lived the 

remainder of his life.
